    Synopsis


    Will planting billions of trees save the planet ? Reforesting the Planet : Utopia or Strategy ?, part of the PLANÈTE AVENIR collection from Five Minutes, dissects this seductive promise with rigour. Drawing on recent studies (2024–2025), the author shows that the area genuinely available for planting is limited and that natural regeneration and protection of existing forests often yield better results. While recalling the benefits of reforestation–carbon sequestration, biodiversity restoration, job creation–the book exposes the pitfalls : albedo, monocultures, land grabs and misdirected finance. Concrete examples from the Sahel, Brazil and Canada illustrate both successes and failures. The mini‑book proposes pragmatic solutions : recognising Indigenous land rights, promoting agroforestry, assisted regeneration, species diversification and aligning public policies.


    The work invites readers to move from utopian visions to a realistic road map. Engaged readers, policy‑makers and curious citizens will find keys to understanding the complexity of reforestation and acting wisely.

  

  
    Introduction : Between Promise and Reality


    Tree‑planting programmes have become fashionable. Initiatives announce the planting of billions of trees, companies claim they will “offset” their emissions by growing forests, and some countries pledge to expand forest cover to achieve carbon neutrality. The United States and Australia promise to plant one billion trees by 2030 and 2050 respectively, the European Commission has committed to three billion trees under its Green Deal, and China aims to establish 35 million hectares of new forests by 2030. At first glance, planting trees seems like an easy way to capture carbon dioxide, restore biodiversity and improve human well‑being. Yet the reality is more complex. NASA scientist Sassan Saatchi notes that there is roughly 950 million hectares of land available for restoration according to the IPCC, but planting even one billion hectares would take centuries if we afforested one million hectares per year NASA 2024. Planting alone cannot offset the burning of fossil reserves : a study in Communications Earth & Environment shows that covering an area the size of North and Central America with trees would be needed to absorb the emissions of major oil companies, at a cost exceeding their market value. This introduction highlights the tension between ambition and feasibility and prepares readers for a nuanced analysis.
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
