The book recalls that while 97 % of listeners can no longer tell AI music apart, artists denounce “soulless” works and demand royalties. It also shows that AI can spur human creativity provided people master metacognitive skills and clear ethical rules are implemented. Finally, the text offers pathways toward harmonious cohabitation between humans and machines. A must‑read for anyone seeking to understand the stakes of art in the age of robots and to act for a creative, fair and sustainable future.

  

  
    Introduction


    Since 2022, the rise of generative models has upended artistic creation. From paintings executed by robots to songs composed by algorithms, artificial intelligence (AI) has moved from tool to collaborator and even creator. Record‑breaking sales of AI works, such as the humanoid Ai‑Da’s portrait of Alan Turing that fetched over a million dollars in 2024, have cemented robots’ place on the art scene. At the same time, new services like Acrylic Robotics mechanically reproduce an artist’s brush strokes, and by 2025 music platforms admit that nearly one‑third of streamed tracks are AI‑generated and 97 % of listeners cannot tell the difference. These facts fuel an unsettling question : will robots replace artists ?


    The aim of this book is to deliver a documented and nuanced analysis of this debate. Drawing on recent studies, surveys and economic, legal and ecological analyses, we provide a comprehensive overview of the ongoing transformation. We will see that the question is not simply an opposition between humans and machines, but also concerns our conception of creativity, the social role of art, the protection of authors and the environmental impact of an energy‑hungry technology. Throughout the chapters we will ask to what extent AI threatens or enriches artists, and which public policies and professional practices can foster creative coexistence.
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
