    1. The Attraction of the Red Planet : Why Mars ?


    The idea of setting foot on Mars has long outgrown the pages of science‑fiction to lodge itself firmly in the realm of scientific and technological ambition ¹. This stubborn dream–fueled by captivating tales and visions of an interstellar future–has recently enjoyed a palpable revival : spectacular breakthroughs, notably in space‑propulsion and life‑support systems, coupled with a growing drive to push the limits of human exploration, have thrust Mars to the forefront of humanity’s cosmic goals ⁴. The endurance of this aspiration across history reveals a basic human thirst for exploration and expansion–a quest for new horizons that seems woven into our very nature ⁴.


    The deeper motivations behind the urge to explore–and perhaps settle on–Mars are multiple and intricate. Safeguarding the human species from planet‑wide catastrophes is a frequently cited motive, notably by visionary figures such as Elon Musk ³. Establishing a human presence on another world would provide a kind of cosmic Plan B, an insurance policy against any event that might render Earth uninhabitable. In parallel with this survival imperative, the quest for scientific discovery plays a central role. Thanks to its possibly habitable past and its stock of crucial resources, Mars–deemed the Solar System object most similar to Earth–is a prime site for searching for past or present extraterrestrial life ². Demonstrating that life can arise elsewhere would profoundly reshape our view of the universe and of our own place within it. Investigating Mars’s surface and evolution likewise helps scientists decipher planetary processes and Earth’s history ¹⁰. Moreover, space exploration–and the prospect of colonising Mars in particular–acts as a powerful innovation driver, spurring technologies that could benefit life on Earth across many sectors ⁵. In the longer term, tapping Martian natural resources such as water, minerals, and elements needed for fuel production could open new economic frontiers ⁴. These existential, intellectual, and potentially material motives converge to build a compelling case for exploring and settling Mars.


    Among the bodies of our Solar System, Mars stands out as the most promising neighbour for a possible human foothold ¹. While formidable challenges persist, Mars is markedly more hospitable than planets such as Venus, with its extreme temperatures and toxic air ¹. A crucial factor is the length of a Martian day, remarkably close to Earth’s, which could ease the adjustment of human biological rhythms ¹. In addition, mounting evidence suggests that Mars once harboured abundant surface liquid water, and large quantities of ice are believed to lie in the polar regions and perhaps beneath the surface ¹⁰. Water‑vapour traces also exist in the atmosphere ³⁰, and recent findings hint at pockets of subsurface liquid water ³⁰. This potential water supply is decisive for the survival and self‑sufficiency of any future colony. Thus, despite Mars’s harsh environment, its once‑habitable past and its essential resources make it the logical candidate for humanity’s first attempt at establishing itself beyond Earth.
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
